INAUGURATING TOWERS OF INVINCIBILITY IN 48 COUNTRIES ON 12TH JAUNAURY AS PERPETUAL MEMORIALS TO THE SUCCESS OF THE 50-YEAR ENDEAVOUR OF HIS HOLINESS MAHARISHI MAHESH YOGI TO RAISE THE WHOLE WORLD TO PERMANENT INVINCIBILITY
On 9 January 2008, having heard from 27 Rajas of the Silent Administration of Maharaja Nader Raam, First Ruler of the Global Country of World Peace, that many times the required number of Yogic Flyers have been trained in the world to create perpetual Invincibility for the whole world; and having also heard about the irrevocable transformation in world consciousness now underway to greater positivity and progress in all areas of life – Invincibility – through the 50-year application of the programmes of his Vedic Science and Technology of Consciousness; His Holiness Maharishi Mahesh Yogi expressed a wish to see if the Rajas would like to give him a gift.

“What I would like, somewhere, anywhere,” Maharishi said, “is a perpetual memorial for Invincibility. We have the honour of creating this Invincibility for the world, and we want to make a perpetual shrine for the world – a place of pilgrimage in the world. Today, the record shows that the world has been transformed to Invincibility, and we should think of a memorial.

“I found just now that my work is done. On12th January we would like to create a memorial for an invincible world.”

Maharishi invited the Rajas to discuss for five minutes and “see if I deserve this; if I have really, really completed my work. See if all the Rajas would give me a gift that I have competed my work, and that is it.”

Maharishi described as a grand point the 48 Brahmanada Saraswati Nagars that are now under construction in India where Maharishi Pandits will maintain coherence in word consciousness through their daily performance of Maharishi Yagya and Yogic Flying; and he related these to the establishment of the Invincibility memorials in countries around the world. He asked: “where should we build them. Where do we want to have them – the Invincible Towers of the world?

“I want to put to the Rajas that I would like a gift of having achieved the goal. The history of the world will never be the same. See if I deserve that, and where we would like to have such a memorial of the great task that the world will never be the same old suffering world. 

“I wanted a gift. I think I have completed what I have ever done – and I am very sensitive about it.

“I am making an appeal to the Rajas – do it in the name of Guru Dev, these 48. We would want to associate success with Guru Dev, and Guru Dev with the 12 Jyotir Lings. Rajas think for five minutes if you would give me a favour.”

The Rajas discussed the proposal and were more than ready to create the most magnificent memorials as a gift for Maharishi. Beautiful suggestions for a suitable memorial came out, ranging from the perpetual shrine in the heart of everyone lit by the Grace of Guru Dev and the realisation of higher consciousness, to the creation of glorious Towers of Invincibility, to the practical implementation of Maharishi’s programmes in every area of life in every country to create Heaven on Earth. Having heard these suggestions, Maharishi said:

“When the Rajas are getting ready to give me the favour, I would suggest to make this a Tower of Invincibility – make it a place of knowledge.

“Jyotish is that knowledge that can really secure all possible invincible structures. 

“Make it a lively place of knowledge. Jyotish should be vibrant there.

“We should see how many countries we can select – 48 – because the Tower of Invincibility is for the world to never come back to that level of suffering.

“It can only be a place of highly reverberating knowledge – and knowledge of Jyotish is that knowledge that will absolutely secure this for all times.”

Maharishi added that it should not just be a tower to be seen, but a home of Jyotish and Vedic Mathematics – all the 12 fields of knowledge that the Rajas have had the good fortune to prepare and enjoy in recent years: education, health, agriculture, trade and commerce, defence, science and technology, communication, religion and culture, administration, law and order, and finance and planning.
“Now, select the countries, and building will be no problem,” Maharishi said.

He said that the Rajas should have the 12 Jyotir Lings in that place too where the people are practising their Yogic Flying for national Invincibility in each country. These would be the representations of the 12 Jyotir Lings in India which express the full value of Shiva, pure Cosmic intelligence, the Constitution of the Universe, the point where the Grace of Guru Dev is most lively to bless all mankind.

Now, calculate, Maharishi said, if we have the memorial of Invincibility in 48 countries, what will be the number of Yogic Flyers required in each of the 48 countries to create an Invincible world (for example dividing the requirement of 8,000 for the whole world by 48). 

“Construction is not a big thing. We will have all exhibitions there, and Guru Dev of course. 

“It will be a place that will not allow world consciousness to be deviated any more in any sense” [from a level of all positivity] “and Jyotish is that point. Have it as a university – a place of learning – think of this proposal.”

Kuber-ji, Minister of Finance and Planning, then reviewed the average cost of land and construction for the Tower of Invincibility in the 48 countries. It came out to be about two million Euros for the 12-storey Tower (8x8 metres) along with two school buildings of about 1650 sq metres each from Russian factories (as an example). Each school building would accommodate about 200 students and the Tower would house exhibitions for all areas of knowledge.

“We just take a place and start to build,” Maharishi said on hearing these conclusions.

“Two million is nothing; and that will be the home of Invincibility for the world.”

Then followed extensive discussion with Dr Eike Hartmann, Minster of Architecture, on the design of the magnificent new buildings and the layout of the beautiful gardens (see drawing). The plan is to have marble construction where possible, and to take the marble either from the country, if available, or from India, with the help of Dr Girish Varma, Director-General of the World Capital of Peace at the Brahmasthan of India. 

Money is going to be no problem, Maharishi pointed out, because this is going to be a shrine of knowledge where all kinds of courses will be held that will be attended by so many people. “This will really be the best form of Invincibility memorial.” Courses on Jyotish, Vedic Mathematics, Sthaptaya Veda, Vedic Agriculture, Vedic Health Care, and all areas of Maharishi’s Vedic Science will be on offer.

“This will secure the world for Invincibility – we cannot play about for the future of our children,” Maharishi said. He also emphasised that we will do it simultaneously in all 48 countries. 

“We will not start by raising funds – the whole thing will go automatically,” [because it will be such an inspiring project, which everyone will want to support, and because the fees for courses and exhibitions will bring in adequate funds to cover costs], “and on 12 January we will raise the flag of Invincibility and lay the Foundation Stone for the Tower of Invincibility.”

The Rajas will find some big garden [a beautiful place at the Brahmasthan of the country, or wherever possible] for the Tower of Invincibility, and there they will construct these buildings and house the people who come for courses. 

“All would come for such courses. Who would not like to have a healthy, wealthy, and wise family.” Even if people come on Saturdays, at the weekends, it will be fine. “If we have a place of light, we would have done for all future of the world. Today, we celebrate the present world, and tomorrow a Temple of Invincibility.”

Whatever number of people are there, then we put them to practise Transcendental Meditation and Yogic Flying in a group [ideally a group equivalent to the square root of one per cent of the population of the country].

“We put them secure in that knowledge which will secure Invincibility and Enlightenment in everyone’s life.”

Referring to his mission to bring the Grace of Guru Dev to the world through the theory and practice of the supreme Vedic wisdom, Maharishi said: “It was coming to an end, and Nature got into something that will absolutely secure Invincibility for all times. It will be not only a high tower, but a place of knowledge with so many rooms and also the mantaps for the 12 Jyotir Lings. The students will take courses on Jyotish and that will not allow any weakness in any country.”

Maharishi emphasised: “This is dedicated to Invincibility of the world.

“Today, we found Invincibility established; and this we attribute to Guru Dev, for all future of the world.

“We must do this in all 48 countries, with no excuse. That will be my favour from the Rajas: a place of knowledge to secure Invincibility for all time. Through this programme, gradually the world’s action will be brought to that level. It will be a school, a college, a university of Invincibility. We will be designing the home of Total Knowledge for all children of all future generations, and we will do it without delay.”

The Rajas then resolved to contact all 48 countries by midday the next morning (10th January) to arrange the inaugurations for 12th January. Maharishi was delighted that the Sankalpa or intention for this plan would be completed without delay. Maharishi was fulfilled with the plan when he heard that the next day, 10th January, was the birthday of Maharaja Raja Raam.

“Tomorrow is going to be the day of Maharaja Raja Raam. That has added ore more incentive for me, that I am retiring and someone will be guiding the world and there will be a set-up where the world will never go wrong. This is another added joy for me today. We will design the home of Total Knowledge for children of future generations without delay.
